- This dishwasheris designed for normal housshold use.

- Donotuse the dishwasher forindustrial and commerdial Uss, or other purposs.

- Electrical safety s only quarantaed when the sarth system of your housa s In
‘accordance with the related local reguiations. (Do not use an axtension cable or cord.)

- Only suitable housshold utensils should be placsd in the dishwasher. {Plsase v0id
utensil; that are non-hea.resistant, metal decorated, eic.)

- Kesp datargants away from chikiran

- Ifthe hot water excesds 65_, adust ths water heatar seting If the hot water
temperature can not ba maintained below 65_., the dishwasher must be connected o
cold water.

- Donotuse any kinds ofsolvant in your dishwasher. They may causs an explosion o i

= Dornot spraywater onthe appliance. It may cause e failure of lectrica partsor slectric
shock.

- Donotallow chidren to operate ths dishwasher.

= Donot push down or st on the inner door whan the door is opened. It may cause the.
‘efomaion or falure of your dishwasher.

- Donotuse the detergentfor hand washing. Th datargant fordishwashar should bs ussd
for normal operation.

- Ifpower supply cord s damaged, it must baen only replaced by the manufacturer of ts
senice agent or a simlar qualfied person i order to avoid a hazard.

- This appliance & fited with a safety functon that automatically stops the operation of the
dishwasher when tis exposed to heavy disturbance on fs mains.

- This applianca must be positioned so that the plug s accessible

- The applianca i not be intandad for use by young chikiren or nfitn parsons without
supenvision.

- Young chikiren shoud bs suparvised to snsure that they do not play Wit the applancs.

-~ Dishwasher detergens are sirong alkaline. They can be extramely dangerous i
‘swallowsd. Awoid contact with skin and eyas and kesp chidren avay from the
dishwasher when the door is opan. Check that the detergent racaptacie s smpty after
‘completion of the wash cyd.

= The appliance s to be connected to the wash mains using new hoss-sefs and that old
hose-sets should not be re-used.
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An slectical supply of 220-240 vots AC only, 50Hz is required. Make sure that a suitable
slactrcal supply socket i located osa fo whare the dishwasher s o be placed. Foryour
rsonal safety. the appllance must b earthed. The applance s cquippsd wih 2 power
Supply cord having a 3-pin grounding plug. To MiniTize possible shock hazards it must be.
pluggad nto a matching 3-pin grounding typs electical utit.
ifine mains plg is unsuiable for the socket outlet n your home or is ramoved for any ofher
feason, then the cut of plug shouid be dispossd of safety 1o pravent the hazard of skecti shock.

Installation Instructions

2. The water inlet hose from the machine tarminates in @ _*female connector, The water
‘Supply Should therefore terminate in @ similar mals connsctor and shoukd have a
Stopoock close by in the pipe. It s recommanded to connect the machine 1o hot water
Supply. Connect the siraght connector o the nlat hose to the watar Supply sscuraly
‘Connact the other end (bent connector) to the water iniet valve at the back of the.
dishwasher cabinet. Do not over-ighten to avoid damage 1o threads

3. Prepare the drainage hose so that thas hooked end. Use the plastc U-bend fting
provided fo this purpose. The and of tis should be cropped nto 2 drainags standpipe.
the madmum heght of which should be no more than 6° abovs the base o the
dishwasher. To allow for an ai gap around the end of the drain hoss, the diametar of the
standpipe should be ateast 30 mm. Connect he other and of the drain hose (L shaped)
tothe drain port connicton at the back of the dishwasher cabinat. Tighten the drain hose
2nd on tothe drain port using the metal clp ncludd i the package.

4. you so vish, you may connect the water inlet hosa on o the kitchen snk ap. You must
obtain corret itings/adaptors t math the inet hose CoMEors 1o ensure sacurs.
‘Connsction. Hewever, parmanent plmbing s recommanded.

5. Ifleaks are locatad, immediately shut the watar supply and check the hoss connections
fully. Tighten connactions if necessary.

6. Ifforany reason you ars unabk 1o stop theIsak yourself peass ssek advics from a
quaified plamber.

7. The minimum height clsarance required to nstal your dishwasheron a countertop
sutacs with overhsad cupboards is 19" (48cm).

8. Make surs thers is an slectrcal power supply wihin sasy each of the machine. The
power cordis 6 fae (182 6cm) ong.

5. The dishwasher must bs insialled on a ‘o level suface.

10. Tolevel the dishwashar, adjustthe & level screws (faet) under the dishwasher

Water Pressure
For best operating results, incoming water pressure shouid be betwsen 0.3 and 10 bar.

FOR BESTRESULTS:
‘Your dishwasher cleans by spraying a mixiure of hot lean water and detergent (under prassure)
‘agaist ihe solled surface of dishes. The wataris pumped though a otating spray arm, drained
through a fiter removing food and solled partiies and pumpsd back through the spray arm.

‘Soled wataris pumpad out and replaced with clean vater at the end of sach cycle (he numbar of
fimes depends on the cydle being used). For best cleaning resuls, the water temperature must
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Supply shoukd not excsed 160°F (71°C).

NOTE: Hard Water conitions will adversaly affect wash abilty parformanc of your dishwasher.
Hard Water condtions il lso conirbute 1 “Lims” (white im subsiance) deposis andior
*Scaing”on the stainkss stesl sufface ofthe dishwashef tub and “Haater Element”locatad in the
sump undeméath the removable fiter screen. To assist in minimizing these conditons, t1s
racommendad to periodicaly operateirnss the insil of the dishwasher (ampiy) Using 1 cup of
white vinegar (at east once a wesk)

Disconnecting your Dishwasher

= Closethe hot vater supply atthe stopcock

- Disconnectthe power supply cord.

- Disconnsct the inkt hoss assembly from the water supply. Whan the dishwasher s not
in use, place/stors the hose on the hangar hoss bracket located on the rear allof the
dishwasher cabinet,

- Appiancss thatare to be discarded must be made unusable. Pullof the plug, ramove.
‘cable and make the door lock and laich unusable

TIMPORTANT [
0ncs you open the water supply ne, (sven f it closad immsdiately thereatter) the water inlet
hose willbs pressurized.

TGAUTION T
DO NOT LET CHILDREN DISCONNECT THE DISHWASHER. Gloss supervision of chiliren is
always important around appliances.

= NOTE: foreass of loadinglunioading larga size dinnsr plats from the dish rack it may be
necessary o (temporariy) remove the cutery baskat. When loading/unioading i
complete, fetu the cutery baskat 0 s orginal posiion.

Praparing your Dishes for Washing

= Scrape offall ol food parices from the dishes.

- Remove axcessive quanits of i orgrease.

© Emplyany huids fom gasses and cups.

- NOTE: Dishes with dried-on foods are more ificult o wash and may not coms cleanin a
normal wash cyck.

- Amangeallitems with recassed or curved sectons on a sant o drain water away.

- Cups, pols, glasses, efc should be placed upside down.
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- Locate sha items so hat they ars nat ikely o damage the door sl

- Load sharp knives with the handies up to raducs the isk of cut-ype injuries

© Donotload plastc tems unless they are marked ‘Gishwashr safe”or the squivalent. For
plastic tems not so marked, check the manufacturer's recommendations.

- Donotload glasses overthe dish rack pins. Glassss oadsd over dish rack pins are not
proparly supported and are kel to get damaged.

- Hemswith wooden or bone handies and items joned togather with glue are unsutable as
they cannot resist hot water.

- Domottouch the heating slement during or immadiataly ater use.

= Donot operate your dishwashar unlsss all endlosur panels are properly in place.

© Donottamper with contrls.

- Donotabuse, siton, or stand on the opn door or ish-rack of the dishwasher. The
machine may topple aver

- Protactcables and hosss from high temperatures

- Toreduce the isk of mjuy, do not allow chidren to operats or play with the dishwashar.

Using the Right Detergent

Use only detergent spaciically mads for use in dishwashrs, as other types wil causs over-
Sudding. If your dstergant i old andlor impy, throwit away. OK detergent losas s washing
power. Lumpy detergant won't dissoive.

How much Detorgent Should You Use
“That depends i your waters hard' o Soft

HARD WATER REQUIRES MORE DETERGENT TO GET DISHES CLEAN.
SOFT WATER REQUIRES LESS DETERGENT TO GET DISHES CLEAN

- The recassed detergent area kocated on the inside door panl wil hold approximatly 7
‘grams of detergant. Follow the detergent manufacturar's quidalins.

Note:
1 Load the salt befora the baginning of wash cycle 50 as 1o prevent corrosion.
2 Only uss dishwasher sat

Using a Rinsing Agent

You can help pravent unsighty spots on dishes and glasswars, and reduce drying ima by using 2
finse agent. A rinse agent s specially formulated to inse away food and detergent rasiuss that
‘can be left behind on your dishes, Used reguialy, a rinse agent wil automatcally provids you
with csanar dishes svery tms you wash

“To il the rinss agant dispensar, unscrew the dispansar cap located o the inner door. Add the
finse agent slowly no the container unti justrsaches the botiom of the flng cap insids the
cispenser opaning. Replace the cap. The dispensar automatically relsases the finss agent nto
the ina inse water.

‘Note: Clean offlargs particle offood sediments before placing dishs i the dishwasher

Using the “Sanl-Wash” Feature
1fyou have connected the washer o a cold watr supply, you wil eed to leave it nthe *Sani-
Wash” sstting. The *Sani-Wash' featurs gves you the opton of washing/drying dishes at high
water temparaures. When activaed, the “Sani-Wash" featurs anergizas 2 heating element that
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Front View, lam 6.

1 GAUTION |
Water temperatures tis high can causs severs burms/scalding. Aays exerdse extreme care
whan opaning andlor antering the dishwasher during the Sani-Wash cycle.

To activate this featurs, s the “SanilEcona’ buton to the “in” posion.
Using the “Econo” Feature:

“The “Econo” featurs gives you the optin of washing dishes at the tem paraturs of your hot water
Supply. The heating slement il not come on.

To activate, sat the “Sani/Econo” bufion to the “out” pasiton.

TIMPORTANT [
When the “Econo” featurs i activated, dning tims for the dishas wil be increased. The dishes
dry by a*convection” mathod only. To speed-up the drying tims aftr the program is complsts,
Push the “door open’ bution and the door pops open 1o a pr-set convaction dry position.

Make sura the inlet and drain hosas are corecly and secursly connacted.

Fill he dstergent in the racessed area on innar door panal (approx. 7 grams).

‘Open the water supply.

Tur the sslector swich to th desired wash program. (Intensive, Normal, Rapia).

Push the power (on/of) button.

The powar ight il lluminate ndicating the machin is ecaiving power.

‘The dishwasher stops automaticaly at the end of the programme. The powsr ight wil
remain luminated, untl the power (ool button s switched of

The dishwashar is designad to stop if the door & opanad accidentally during operation
Aftarwashing, dishes shoukd be allowed to cool down for about 15 minutes so they ars
01100 hot o handle. Dishes wil cool quicker i the door s openad siightl.

‘Aftr unloading the dishwasher, emove the iter, clean off any bits of food, and put the.
fiter back in ts postion.

NOTE: At the beginning o each cycks, the dishwasher always starts inthe “drain” mode. This s
because the drain pump ahuays retains a small amount of watar (in the SUmp)from the previous
ycle. This & necassary to kesp the pump primed. Therefore, do not bs alarmed fyou see &
‘small amount o water being pumped-out fom the drain hoss prir o the sart of the reguiar wash
cycle (THIS IS NORWAL)
